Drama Booster, Executive Board Minutes – August 16, 2010
Attending: Sam Powell, Cathy James, Dee Ann Drummey, Debbie Cooley, Jeff Meyer, Jacki Rommel, Anne Dorwart, Holly Shorr, Kendra Roberts, Karen Dulany and Tess Carroll. 

A. Freshmen Orientation --  Drama Club officers are planning to have a table set up to offer information to prospective drama club members. Anne asked if Boosters would like to share the table. There was discussion of having a parent sit at the table and talk to other parents about Drama Boosters and what we do. We would also have a sign-up sheet to gather new members email and other information. Kendra will send out an email to Drama Booster members asking for a parent volunteer or two to be at the table on August 26 from 9am to 12pm. There was also discussion about selling some drama club t-shirts at the table, but we would need a parent volunteer in order to do that. 

B. Back to School Night – September 2. There was discussion of selling t-shirts at a Drama Booster table on Back to School Night on September 2. Debbie Cooley volunteered to sit at the table and sell sweatshirts and t-shirts to new members.
C. September Meeting – There was discussion of when to hold the first Drama Booster meeting of the year. Boosters meet on the first Wednesday of the month, and in September, this will be during the first week of school. Debbie also noted that Nancy Heasley has offered to come and provide volunteer training during the first half hour of our first meeting. After discussion, it was decided that since Boosters meet on the first Wednesday, that we should keep it that way for September. Our first Drama Booster meeting will be Wednesday, September 1 @7pm in the Media Center. Debbie will contact Nancy Heasley about volunteer training. Kendra will contact Mr. Cockley about sending out an E-news alert about the meeting date and time. 
It was also decided that due to the many show dates at the end of September and beginning of October, the October Drama Booster meeting will be Wednesday, September 29. Anne will check on getting the media center for the meeting. 

D. One Act Festival – Cathy discussed that the One Act Festival will be at Century this year. She said that the format will be different with each school performing a different scene from the same play, entitled “Zap!” Century’s scene will be directed by Liz Anglin. There will be a rehearsal for all the schools at Century on September 14, which is a day off for students. The dress rehearsal will be September 23 @7pm, with performances on September 24 and 25 at 7:30pm. There was some discussion of selling concessions during intermission. Cathy said that she would check and see if there was an intermission for this show.  If there is an intermission, Boosters will discuss selling concessions at the September 1 meeting. 

E. Children’s Plays – Directed by Sam Atwell and Sydney Hartline. The plays are the Golden Goose and The Surprising Case of the Three Little Pigs. Those shows will be October 7, 8, and 9 at Century. 
F. Ruddies – The Rude Mechanicals will perform Twelfth Night on November 12, 13, 19 and 20 at Century. Ruddies have their own Booster organization so Drama Boosters will not need to sell concessions during the shows.

G. Drama Club website – Cody Cooley has been working on the Drama Club’s website. He has offered to show the website during an upcoming Drama Booster meeting. Debbie will have Cody send the link to the Boosters website, so it can be linked to CenturyDrama.com. www.chsdramaclub.weebly.com 
H. International Thespian Society – Anne reported that following the Booster Scholarship Committee last year, she and Cathy decided that students need to bring a program of outside shows they participate in in order to receive Thespian Points. Anne said that if there is no program, an email from the director would be fine. 
The Thespian Society will be participating in “Trick or Treat So Kids Can Eat” canned food drive for Carroll Food Sunday. J.J. will be chairing the committee to collect non-perishable foods as a service project.

I. Spring Musical – Chitty Chitty Bang Bang (CCBB) – Show dates will be:

March 31, April 1 and 2, 7, and 8 with an April 2nd matinee. Cathy said our show will be competing with Liberty High School’s show on the 2nd weekend. 

Music Rehearsal Dates: November 16, 17 and 18 – Students must attend one of the music dates, but may attend all 3 if they wish. 

Auditions: December 1, 2, and 6 with callbacks on December 7. Cathy said the days are broken up due to band/chorus concerts. 

Monday, December 13 will be the parent meeting.

J. Snow Cone Machine fundraiser – Ryan Atwell is in charge of this for Drama Club. Cathy said that she purchased a machine and tried it out but because it had an open blade system, she sent it back for a different machine. She is hoping that the students can sell the snow cones at the ticket booth to raise money for drama club. Cathy plans to promote the snow cone project by handing out snow cones to staff during the week teachers return, and hopes to sell to students beginning that week or the following week. She said she hopes to make back the original investment of the machine and supplies in the first couple of weeks. 

K. Drama Club – No date has been set for the first Drama Club meeting. Cathy and Anne are waiting for information about flex time and club meeting times from the Century administration. Drama Club will send out an email to remind students about the meeting.

Any drama club members who would like service hours can help Ms. Dorwart and Ms. James set up their rooms the week of August 24. Teachers will have less time in their classrooms due to additional computer training and so any help would be very welcome!!

L. Compressor – Jeff asked if the Boosters had voted on purchasing a compressor for the scene shop. As an addendum to the May minutes, the Board voted to purchase the compressor for building sets. Jeff said he will purchase the compressor and give the receipt to Dee Ann.
