Banking information - Dee Ann said that since she is VP this year, we will need to add Cindy Walls as Treasurer to the Boosters bank account. 
Open House Freshman Orientation - August 25 from 9am to 12pm at Century. Mr. Hewitt said the Drama Club would have a table but the Boosters could have their own table as well next to Drama Club. Vivian said she would volunteer to attend the orientation and talk to prospective drama parents. Kendra said she would send in the sign-up sheet with Julie. Debbie said she would create small slips of contact info for the Boosters for Vivian to hand out to parents. Cindy said she hopes the drama club and thespian officers are really trying to encourage and recruit new students into drama club. Kendra asked if there was any of the $5 apparel left that might be sold. Dee Ann said nearly every piece was sold during the spring sale. Cindy said the Boosters banner is in the ticket booth if we can hang it up during orientation.

Back to School Night - September 1 - There was discussion about whether we should have a table set up during the back to school night. Dee Ann said there was no traffic at the booth last year and we don't have any apparel to sell at this point. 
One Acts - October 13, 14, 15 @7pm. Vivian suggested using the current Boosters to help get more Booster members. Kendra suggested setting up a table at the One Acts to give out info to parents and to encourage parents to join and get involved. 

Lucas said there would be auditions for Freshman and Sophomores on September 1 @3pm. The senior show will be sketch comedy and improv.

This year will be done black box with the audience on the stage like in Rudies. He said it will create a better atmosphere between the actors and audience. Only about 150 tickets per show will be sold. There was discussions about allowing audience members to eat and drink during the shows themselves. Concessions can be sold at the side of the stage. 

Cindy asked about ticket sales and whether pre-orders would be available and if the ticket booth will need to be open. Lucas said drama club members would be selling tickets during lunch mods. He said that the announcements would also be in a different format this year and he hopes that the One Acts would be able to be announced multiple times. Debbie suggested having some small signs or posters created to advertise the shows. Lucas will ask Mr. Sharpe if any art students are interested in designing posters/flyers. 

Drama Club Apparel - Mr. Hewitt said only one design was submitted last spring and he is hoping more students will submit designs this fall. He plans to open up the design contest to anyone in drama club during the first meeting. All submissions should be given to Mr. Hewitt in G103. 
Cinderella - Lucas said he finally received all the rights to the show the beginning of August, including the scripts and scores. He said Drama Club will be renting an electronic score that students can use on the computer to help them learn their vocal parts. Rehearsals will begin in 
December. Auditions will be November 29, 30 and December 1. Vivian asked if our show will cross over with Liberty this year as it has for the past couple of years. Lucas said Liberty's show is after spring break in April. Our show will be in March and we will have 2 matinees this year.
