Drama Booster Meeting Minutes – December 2, 2009
Drama Boosters met at the Century High School Media Center.

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm.

Old Business:

There being no November meeting, the October meeting minutes were voted on and approved.

New Business:
Treasurer’s Report – Drama Boosters need to raise money for the Scholarship Fund. There was discussion of selling twinkling wands, flower sales and Wizard of Oz t-shirts to be sold to the public to raise money for the scholarship fund. Cast and crew would also be able to buy Wizard of Oz t-shirts. Barbara Kreinar reported that “Oliver” shirt sales were steady during performances last year. We would need to order additional small sized shirts for children to purchase. Barbara will ask Jean Federkil to create and sell CD’s with photos from the show. 
Newsletter: Kendra will submit newsletter information to Debbie Prince on December 4. Items to be included are audition dates December 14 (singing), December 15 (monologue) and December 16 (dance). Callbacks will be on December 18. Cast lists will be posted and emailed on December 19. Showdates for Wizard of Oz will be April 9,10, 16 and 17 at 7pm and April 10 at 2pm. Additionally, drama boosters is looking for a motorized or electric scooter (not gas powered) to borrow for the show. We would need the vehicle for March rehearsals and April show dates.
Wizard of Oz: 

Projectors:

Cathy discussed the use of projectors for the Wizard of Oz. She is waiting for Dell employees to come to Century and mount the projectors to determine if the projectors will be able to be used to project scenery for the show. 

Backdrops:

Cathy called Essex Community College again with regard to renting/borrowing their backdrops from last summer’s production. The backdrops will be Oz, the Yellow Brick Road, and Munchkin Land. Cathy is hoping to receive confirmation in the next couple of weeks.
Scenery:

2005 grad Samantha Powell, an architecture major, will be helping with set design. Cathy reported there will not be one large unit set, there will be multiple smaller set pieces. Chris Rommel reported that with the new videoconferencing courses, there will be white boards rather than green screens at Century. Karen Dulany reported that Sandymount Elementary has a green screen that can be used.

Publicity:

Lara Benstein will be chairing the publicity committee. Gayle Harrod will contact Runkles to look into signs for Wizard of Oz. We will get posters to put into business windows. Signs need to be up prior to March 5.

Ticket Sales:

Barbara Kreinar reported there is a website that would allow us to sell show tickets online. Liberty used online ticket selling for their fall show. Service charges would be applied to the ticket fee and paid by the patron. We would need to set up a will call window to allow people to pick up their tickets on show days. There was discussion of raising ticket prices instead of adding the service fee or raising ticket prices to $10 to match what other schools and organizations are charging for tickets. After much discussion, it was determined that ticket prices would remain at $8 per ticket this year.
There was discussion of selling numbered tickets in order to allow people to reserve seats. It was decided that numbering the seats and selling the tickets during lunches would be too difficult for students. There was discussion of using adult ushers to keep people from saving/reserving large blocks of seats. Ushers would check the auditorium 5 minutes prior to show time to help identify open seats.

Music:

Ian Burns will be conducting the pit orchestra this year. There was discussion of holding auditions for the pit musicians. Music Boosters will pay half of the conductor fee for the show.

Misc:

Cathy asked for a motorized scooter or electric vehicle to use for the Wizard of Oz for Ms. Gulch’s character. We also need to borrow several skateboards for the monkeys.

Cathy reported that cast contracts will not include coach signatures this year because the show will be too far into the spring sports season to allow students to do both spring sports teams and the musical.

Show callbacks have been moved from December 17 to December 18 due to the chorus and orchestra concert on the 17th. The show cast list will be posted Saturday morning December 19 and students will receive notification by email. Additionally, Kendra Roberts will forward the email with the cast list to Drama Boosters that day.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20.
