Drama Booster Meeting Minutes, February 3, 2010

Attending: Barbara Kreinar, Anne Dorwart, Lara Benstein, Cathy James, Debbie Cooley, Kendra Roberts, Gayle Harrod, Dana Atwell, Jeff Meyer and Kathy Miller.

Gayle Harrod, President, calls the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.

Old Business: 

Approval of January minutes. Anne Dorwart motioned to accept the minutes, Barbara Kreinar seconded. Minutes were approved.

Wizard of Oz T-shirt contest: The design of the Emerald City created by Lauren Siminski was chosen as the design for the t-shirt and posters. Lauren will receive 4 free tickets to the show for her design. Cathy James indicated that a few changes would need to be made including enlarging the font size and changing the font to a dark type. Cathy also wants the dates of the show to be larger. Cathy will work with Lauren to make the changes.

Parent Pizza Night has been moved to Wednesday, February 24 @6pm. Pizza will be available for sale for $1 per slice. Drama Club will provide drinks. Following the dinner, the cast will run Act I of the show, Wizard of Oz.
New Business:
1.Treasurer’s Report – tabled, as Karen Dulany was unable to attend.

2. School Newsletter items: Dates for Wizard of Oz – April 9, 10, 16 and 17 @7 pm, and April 10 @2pm. Ticket sales will begin March 22 after school. Booster volunteers are needed to staff the ticket booth after school. Tickets will also be on sale during lunch mods. Tickets are $8. Additionally, Drama Boosters will be raffling off Ms. Gulch’s electric scooter. Tickets will be sold during performances. Kendra will submit newsletter items to Debbie Prince once the next deadline is sent. 

3. Spring Musical – Wizard of Oz

a. Scenery and props: Cathy indicated that she needs a double-sided picnic basket to be used for Toto. She said she also needs an hourglass about 2 feet tall. She said the hourglass would likely need to be made/created for the show. 

Scenery is being built Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday nights at the school from 6:30-9:30. All volunteers are welcome. If you can help, contact Jeff Meyer at JefMeyer@comcast.net or show up on building nights.

b. Advertising/Promotion/

c. Signs: Gayle submitted an estimate from Runkles for plastic signs, which include stakes that can be placed at intersections and in yards. There was discussion of ordering either single or double-sided signs. It was decided that due to a minimal price difference, ordering the double-sided signs would be better. Seventy-five single sided signs will cost $6.47 each, while a double-sided sign will cost $7.10 per sign. There was discussion of adjusting the poster design in order to maximize the size of the dates and location of the show on the poster. Cathy indicated a large font for Wizard of Oz would be needed on the poster as well as Century High School, the drama website (Centurydrama.com),
 the dates of the show and the ticket price of $8. Cathy said we need the signs by 2nd or 3rd of March. There was also discussion of which locations around the area should get the signs. Gayle will check on ordering 50 signs, or 75 signs if that is Runkles’ minimum order. Gayle will also ask Runkles if they will bill Drama Boosters for the sign or whether a check will be needed ahead of time. Cathy will check with Jeff Meyer about large wooden signs. 

d. Online ticket sales: Karen Dulany is checking on online ticket sales. She will be checking with Mycommunity.com as well as a service available from the International Thespian Society forwarded by Anne Dorwart. There was discussion about how much online ticketing will cost Drama Boosters or whether the online cost would be paid by online ticket purchases. Online ticketing was tabled until March.

e. Set Construction: Jeff Meyer reported that sets are being built on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday nights at Century from 6:30-9:30 pm when schools are open. Jeff said more volunteers are always welcome.

f. Sale items during production: Dana Atwell got prices from Oriental Trading for glo-sticks $50 for 35 glo-sticks, $40 for 50 light up wands. The glo-sticks will be used during the jitterbug dance. Cathy suggested getting a sample of the glo-sticks and the wands to see if they are good enough quality to sell. Barb Kreinar suggested ordering a set of each and sending the order back if the quality is not good. It was suggested that Boosters sell the wands for $2 and the glo-sticks for $1.50. Dana will check on getting a sample and/or placing an order to determine the quality of the products.
g. T-shirt Order forms: Cathy indicated that students were given t-shirt order forms today. Cathy will forward the order form to Kendra, who will forward, by email, to all Drama Boosters. T-shirt orders will be accepted until February 19 and should be given to Ms. Dorwart. Checks should be made out to CHS Drama Boosters. Kendra will ask Susan Anderson to put the t-shirt order form on the Century Drama website. 

h. Pit Auditions: Kathy Miller reported about 15 students will be in the pit this year. Pit members who are seniors will have bios in the Wizard of Oz program. Senior pit members should contact Ms. Dorwart at AMDorwa@carrollk12.com to submit their bio.

i. Scooter Raffle: Cathy reported that she would still like to raffle off Ms. Gulch’s scooter following the last show. There was discussion of how much the raffle tickets should be. Raffle ticket prices were tabled until March. Barb Kreinar mentioned that we may need a permit from Carroll County to conduct the raffle. Barb will check on whether a permit is needed.
j. Ushers: Parent volunteers/Booster volunteers will be needed to help usher during performances. Ushers will be utilized to help audience members find available seats as curtain time approaches. Ushers will be wearing official Wizard of Oz cast shirts. 

k. Patron ads: Shoutout ads will be $5 per ad for 20 words. Business ads will be $25 for a business card size and $50 for a full-page ad. Barb Kreinar reported that she sold the business card size ad for $50 for Ruddies. There was some discussion of raising ad prices, but Dana Atwell reported that she had already sold several ads at the current prices.

4. Parent Pizza Night has been changed to Wednesday, February 24 @6pm. Students received order forms to pre-order pizza slices @ $1 each. Drama club will provide sodas. Act I will run at 7 pm. The pit will not be playing that night, but pit members are invited to attend.

5. Volunteer Help/Assign Committees:

a. Parent Pizza Night – Cathy has taken care of the planning. No committee is needed.

b. Publicity Committee – chaired by Lara Benstein and Karen Dulany. Cathy said we need to get an article in one of the local papers about Jeff Meyer’s receipt of a $1,000 check from IBM to the Boosters. Lara will contact the Eldersburg Eagle and The Advocate to invite them to the first dress rehearsal on March 29 from 3-5pm. She will let the reporters know that cast members will be available after the run through for interviews and quotes.
c. Refreshment Committee - tabled until March.

d. Fundraising Committee – Sales/Concessions/Raffles – tabled until March.

e. End of Show Cast Party – tabled until March

f. Banquet Committee – May 13 – tabled until March

g. Scholarship Committee – There was discussion about whether Karen Dulany may head the Scholarship Committee since she is the parent of a graduating senior at Century High. Karen’s son, though, is not in drama club and has not participated in drama at Century. The Drama Boosters Bylaws state: “X. 1.a. Chairperson, appointed by the President and 4-5 members approved by the Executive Board. Faculty Advisors may participate on the committee in a non-voting status. No member may be a parent or guardian of a senior or a member of the family of a senior during their tenure on the committee.” Committee business was tabled until March.

h. Other news: none

6. Community Drama News/Announcements – Kendra mentioned that TACTICC will be holding auditions for West Side Story and Godspell during the month of February. The first set of audition dates were snowed out. Information can be found at TACTICC.org.
