Drama Booster Minutes - January 4, 2012

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 by President Debbie Cooley.

Approval of previous meeting minutes: Moved by Janet Jacobe, seconded by Lynn Grassi and approved.

Treasurer's Report: Cindy Walls said there was only one transaction this month to Erie Insurance for the liability insurance renewal.

Cindy also reported that she would like to step down as Treasurer this year. She said that her daughter is not in the show and it would be too difficult to go to all of the shows. She did say she would stay on if others would volunteer to help with the money during most of the shows. Kendra will send out an email to Booster members asking if anyone is interested in filling the rest of the term.
Maryland Thespian Festival: Mr. Hewitt that the festival is this weekend (January  6 and 7) at Tuscarora High School in Frederick county. He said the kids will have to get themselves there but there is a field trip permission slip so that students will be excused from classes on Friday. He said students will be performing two monologues. Seven students from Century are participating.

Cappies: There will be a May 18th rehearsal and the performance will be May 19 at the Hippodrome. Mr. Hewitt said he is trying to pick a song that will maximize the number of "Cinderella" cast members who can participate.

Cinderella:

Set pieces from Liberty Showcase Theater: No news.

Online ticket sales: Dee Ann reported that we will be using www.seatyourself.biz this year. She said the site is ready to go live and she will put in for 600 seats each night. That will help reserve some tickets for sale at the box office and at lunches. Tickets will be $10 and fees will be paid by the ticket buyer. Trish said she will add it to the website, CenturyDrama.com as soon as it is ready. 
T-shirts: Lynn said that she and Mr. Hewitt discussed changing the color of the t-shirt from purple to a black shirt with purple writing/logo. She said she needs the official logo as well as the logo from the student design winner (Lauren Siminski). There was discussion of where to put the logo and where to put the student artwork since they cannot be in the same spot on the shirt. Some of the options were putting the logo on the back with Opening Knights and the dates; putting the logo on the sleeve or putting the logo on the front and the student artwork on the back. There was also discussion about the requirements of the publishing company about how large their logo needs to be on the shirt. The shirt may only be sold to cast/crew/tech members and their families due to the copyright of the logo. It was decided that the logo, the dates and Opening Knights would be on the back of the shirt, and the student design, a glass slipper, would be on the left front chest with the words "If the shoe fits… " The back will have a gradient fade printing of purple to silver for the font. The slipper will be in silver. 

Lights: Mr. Hewitt said he still needs several colors of Christmas lights for the show. He said he was able to get green from Ms. Adelmann. He still needs blue, purple, gold and lots of white. 

Publicity: Janet Jacobe reported that the newspapers will likely come to the rehearsals after the March 2 costume deadline. She said that she has set up a "Cinderella" appearance at the Eldersburg branch of the Carroll County Library. There was discussion of having other cast members attend as well. Some of those may include the Prince, Fairy Godmother, and the Stepfamily. There is the possibility of doing an appearance at A Likely Story Bookstore in downtown Sykesville as well. Cast appearances for this venue may need to be curtailed due to space.

Signs: Mr. Hewitt said he will take care of getting the signs from Shannon Baum. He said they will be ready the first or second week of February. There will also be posters available for students and parents to put up in local businesses. 

Parent Pizza Night will be Wednesday, February 1. Parents will have the opportunity to come see the progress of Act I of the show. There was also discussion of moving the Boosters meeting since the Pizza Night is the same as meeting night. Kendra expressed concern about the March meeting as well being just one week prior to the show. After much discussion, it was decided that an additional meeting will be added making upcoming meetings on January 25, February 8 and February 29. Mr. Hewitt will sign us up for the media center on those dates. Trish said she will add to the website.
Costumes: Allison Neal said she will check with the costume shop in Mount Airy for costumes, particularly ball gowns/formal gowns. Mr. Hewitt said rather than having many different colors and styles of gowns, he would like to have different gowns in a similar color palette. He is also looking into renting gowns, if needed.
Deaf Interpreted Show: Sharron reported that she has talked to Carroll County Board of Ed about having interpreters come during one of the performances. She said that we will need to have an idea of how many will be coming so that we can block off the seats for them and space for the interpreters. Sharron is checking on having this show on March 24 during the 2:00 matinee. 

Items to sell at the show: Debbie said she has done some investigating into souvenirs to sell for the show. She found tiaras, wands, glass slipper key chains, stickers and fingerpuppets. She said the fingerpuppets were too expensive. There was discussion of other souvenirs that boys may like. Some of the items included glowsticks and Livestrong style bracelets in either black or purple. The purple bracelets would have black writing and the black would have the purple writing. There was a suggestion of having "If the shoe fits…" on the bracelet. Discussion also included how many of each item to order and whether the vendor we purchase from will accept returns, or will accept returns of opened or unopened boxes/packages that are not sold. There was a large consensus that the glass slipper keychains would definitely sell. Debbie said she would look into an initial purchase of the keychains of 500 or 1,000 depending on whether the vendor will take back any unsold items. 
Set needs: Bob Murray said set builders are always needed and wanted. He said they are working on sets Monday through Thursday from 6:30-9:30. He said no experience is necessary. If you can help, you can just show up when you are available. You don't need to stay the entire evening and you can just come help when you can. 

Other items:

"Cinderella Tea" - Discussion of having a tea with Cinderella on both of the matinee days, March 17 and 24. The price will be $5 and will include juice and cookies. Kendra asked DeeAnn if this could be added as an extra line purchase for online ticketing. DeeAnn said she would check on it but she thinks it will be able to be added. There was also discussion about having additional cast members at the "tea" since we have such a large cast. Michelle suggested that the ensemble also be included with appearances by the characters. There was discussion of what time to begin the tea and 1:00 was decided. Trish said she will add the "tea" to the website as well. There was also discussion of selling tickets to the "tea" and show during the March 3 appearances at the bookstore and library. Lynn suggested having a couple of parent volunteers at the "teas" to help with supervision. Kendra will look up past volunteer needs and get volunteerspot.com set up for each of the performances. Dee Ann noted that we will need to open the ticket booth earlier on those matinee days in order to sell tickets for the "tea." There was much discussion about what to call the "tea" with Cinderella since there wouldn't really be tea, but that patrons would be able to go backstage. It was decided that the "tea" would be called Enchanted Backstage Experience. Discussion continued about what to serve due to allergies and the chance that there could be messy spilled drinks. It was decided that oreos and nilla wafers would be good choices along with either apple juice or lemonade.

Cappies room: Kendra noted that we need to start planning for the room for the Cappies critics who will be coming to see the show on March 15. She said she is hoping for some ideas about how to design the area and for people to help set up and clean up. Please email Kendra at Kendra.Roberts@verizon.net if you can help.
