Drama Booster Minutes – May 5, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 7:09pm.

Old Business:

1. Approval of April Minutes and addendums: Motioned by Tess Carroll, 2nd by Lynn Grassi and April minutes were approved.

New Business:

1. Treasurer’s Report: Karen reported that the Drama Boosters grossed $2,878.63 in the first weekend of The Wizard of Oz from all concession sales. The second weekend grossed $2048.08. Adding in $200 from the cash box, there is $5.965.72 in the checking account. Karen reported that there are a couple of hundred dollars of receipts still pending. She said we made more money on the flowers this year because we cancelled the second order and because the bunches were grouped differently this year. The concession profit this year was $2,097.03 compared to $1,499.47 last year. Karen suggested offering $3,500 in scholarships this year, which will leave us with about $1,500 to $1,600 for startup for next year. Karen reminded us that $1,000 must remain in the checking account to keep from being charged bank fees. Jacki suggested using some of the drama booster money to purchase a compressor for the construction/set builders. Banquet orders are not included in the balances because Karen did not receive banquet checks as of tonight. 

2. School Newsletter items: Cathy wanted to thank everyone for their support of The Wizard of Oz this year. She also wanted to announce that the 2011 production will be “Hairspray.” Also to be included are the new drama booster officers and drama club officers. Thank you to Verizon and Bob Murray for $1,000 donation. Bob worked many volunteer hours to help get Century Drama this donation. Kendra will email Debbie Prince at Century to ask about the next newsletter deadline.
3. Wizard of Oz – wrap up: Cathy reported that The Wizard of Oz made between $6000 and $7000 in profit from ticket sales this year. She said that the costumes have been sent back to Cambridge and that she is waiting for the costume bills from Deanne Carraciolo. Scenery has been returned to Essex Community College. She said the above figure does not include the purchase of the LCD projectors or new microphones since these items will continue to be used in future years. She said due to the special effects, this year’s production was also more costly.
Tess added that she heard many rave reviews of the show from around the community. Cathy said each night had 840 in attendance.

Outstanding receipts – Karen received outstanding receipts at Wednesday’s meeting. Checks were written and will be added to next month’s Treasurer’s report. 
4. Volunteer Help:

a. Banquet Committee update: Lynn turned in all orders to Karen on Wednesday. Lynn reported that the headcount as of May 5 is 151. There was discussion of ordering another sheet cake due to the number of attendees. It was decided that we would stick with one cake because not everyone eats cake and that Salerno’s would be provided cookies and other desserts. Lynn also reported that Salerno’s agreed not to charge us the 18% service charge because we were not informed of that charge initially. However, because we are looking at 151 rather than 100 attendees, Lynn said Salerno’s may have to charge us the 18% gratuity. She said that would make the cost $12.53 per person with Lynn purchasing forks, plates, balloons, some soda and water for the banquet. Some diet soda is still left in the ticket booth from concession sales. Lynn said we would still break even on the cost of the banquet. It was decided that 1 more case of water and 1 more case of diet soda would be purchased. Lynn said she will buy these items.
Anne Dorwart showed mats to be used at the banquet. There were 2 choices: one with a comedy/tragedy mask theme only and one with a comedy/tragedy mask with harlequin diamonds. The harlequin themed mats were voted on and approved. These mats will be printed in color and laminated to be used in future years. The mats will be used for the balloons. Cathy Felber also made a comedy/tragedy mask poster that will be hung on the cafeteria windows as guests enter the banquet. 
Volunteers are still needed to help set up the banquet on the evening of the 13th. Lynn reported that Debbie Cooley will meet her at the dollar store to help pick up the balloons at 4:30. Marisa DeStefano will pick up the cake at Martin’s and leave it in the faculty room at Century with a note that it is for the banquet. Salerno’s will arrive at Century at 5:00. Anne Dorwart reported that both the old and new drama club officers have been told to be at Century by 5:00 in order to help set up. She said that officers will do whatever is needed such as decorating, putting on tablecloths and tying balloons to weights. Attendees will be allowed in at 5:45. Karen volunteered to help check in people. Kendra said she will help as well. Maggie McClary and Trish Estes will provide the opening and then invite people to be served. 
Cathy said she would also like to run a CD of photos of the show. Jacki reported that Chris Rommel can set up a laptop with a monitor to show the DVD. 

b. Scholarship Committee update: The committee will meet on Monday, May 17 @6pm in room G103. Committee members include: Debbie Cooley, Dee Ann Drummey, Vivian Davis, Karen Dulany, Kendra Roberts and Pat Simon. Other committee members are welcome. If you are interested and are not the parent of a senior, please email Karen Dulany kldulany@yahoo.com. 

It was voted and approved that the committee will offer $3,500 in scholarship money. The committee will decide, based on the applications, how many scholarships and how much each scholarship will be. Scholarship applications are due May 7.
c. Election of officers: Officers for the 2010-2010 were voted unanimously.

5. Webmaster: Kendra reported that Susan Anderson has asked for a replacement for webmaster as she will not be able to keep the position for next year. Kendra also reported that Larry Roberts has also offered to take over the position. It was voted and approved that Larry Roberts would be the new webmaster for the 2010-2011 school year.

6. Volunteer Coordinator, Drama Specific Training and Volunteer Handbook:

Gayle reported that we had many, many new volunteers this year and that in order to help new volunteers, they should receive some training prior to the show. She suggested creating a new Volunteer Coordinator position which will keep lists of volunteers, send reminders and train new volunteers based on which position they are volunteering for. She said it was very hectic during the show and there were many questions about what time to report, how money is handled and duties required for volunteers. Gayle also said that problems need to be identified and how can we address them to help the volunteers. Kendra noted that we also need a chairperson for each of the committees during the show. There was some discussion of having two volunteer coordinators; one for the fall one acts/shows and one for the spring show. Gayle said one of the biggest issues is how money and concession sales are handled and to make sure that it is consistent through the year. There was discussion that we could have 1 volunteer coordinator if someone was interested in the full year position. 
Jacki noted that we should be going over the by-laws and reviewing them with a committee appointed each year. One of the committee chairpersons was an apparel committee in 2007, which was the last time the by-laws were changed. She said that the committee chairperson would have to be voted on and language added to the by-laws and then approved. There was also discussion of making the Volunteer coordinator an officer position, either as a vice-president or as a separate officer position. Gayle suggested that the board decide on whether to make it an officer position at a later date.

Jacki suggested a summer meeting with the incoming and outgoing Drama Booster officers to look at what the Volunteer Coordinator position should look like and to allow others to offer ideas. Everyone will check their calendars for a Monday night over the summer. The meeting date will be set at the next Drama Boosters meeting. 
Gayle also suggested that a volunteer handbook be created to help the Volunteer Coordinator and new volunteers with what is expected of each job. Tess volunteered to look at all the minutes of past meetings and come up with a tentative outline for the handbook. The summer meeting will allow everyone to add further comments and suggestions.

Cathy thanked everyone for their hard work this year on The Wizard of Oz.

Cathy announced that next year’s Spring Musical will be Hairspray. Other tentative shows next year: North Carroll: Footloose, Liberty: Aida.
Cathy reported that for fall there will be 2 children’s plays directed by Sam Atwell and Sydney Hartline. They are currently reading scripts including “The Trial of the Big Bad Wolf,” “Jack & the Beanstalk,” “The Golden Goose,” and “The Three Billy Goats Gruff/The Three Little Pigs,” (mixed up fairy tales). She said the dates for these shows will be mid-October with minimal sets needed. Each play will have 22 kids.
Cathy said that rather than a one acts showcase this year, each of the county high schools will be doing a scene from a show called “Zap.” Century’s portion will be directed by Elizabeth Anglin. This will run on September 24 & 25th. She said auditions will be the end of May or beginning of June. Freshmen auditions for fill-in roles will be held in the fall. 
Cathy announced that the Rude Mechanicals will perform Twelfth Night in the fall. 

Senior Night will be Tuesday, June 1st. Karen will hand out scholarships that night. Graduation is Wednesday, June 2nd. 

Due to graduation, the next Drama Booster meeting will be Wednesday, June 9 at 7pm at Chili’s for an end of year celebration.
