Drama Booster Meeting Minutes, October 7, 2009
Drama Boosters met at the Century High School Media Center.

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm.

Old Business

September meeting minutes were voted on and approved.

One Acts: Cathy James reported that Drama Club took in approximately $1,800 in ticket sales this year which is about $1,000 less than prior years. Cathy reported about 300 people attended on Thursday, Friday and Saturday. Cathy announced that the sophomore class one act will go to the Carroll County One Acts Festival on October 22 at 7:30.
Volunteer Training: Gayle Harrod has copies of the Volunteer Training schedule if anyone still needs training. In order to better track volunteer hours, Jacki Rommel suggested that a volunteer binder be created and kept in the ticket booth. Jacki will create the binder and submit hours to Nancy Heasley. Jacki also suggested we use the binder to sign in to Drama Booster meetings as well since this counts as volunteer hours.

New Business
Century Newsletter: Newsletter items are due to the office on the fourth Thursday of the month. Musical rehearsals dates for “The Wizard of Oz” will be on December 7, 8, and 9. Students MUST attend at least one of these rehearsal dates, but they are welcome to attend all three. Cathy reported that December 14 will be the music audition, December 15 will be the monologue audition, and December 16 will be the dance audition. Callbacks will be December 17th. Kendra will be submitting rehearsal and audition dates to the office. 
One Act Festival: Hosted by Century on Thursday, October 22 @7:30pm. Century’s sophomore class one act will be performed as well as one acts from other schools around the county. Boosters will once again sell concessions at the festival. Please sign up if you are interested in helping.

Set Construction: Jeff reported that set construction will begin in January. Several people have volunteered to help build sets, but more help is still needed.
Spring Musical:

Cathy reported that the cost of a fly system for “The Wizard of Oz” would be approximately $3,200. Our budget for this system was only $1,500. There was discussion that this system was too expensive for 2 flys for characters. There was discussion to use green screen technology to film Dorothy as flying. Karen Dulany will contact the media teacher at Sandymount Elementary for help with using the green screen technology.
Cathy reported that she is still waiting for a quote from Essex Community College with regard to renting 3 of their backdrops from their production of Oz last summer. 

Two LCD projectors have been ordered to help project scenes for the backdrops for the play. Cathy will talk with Mr. Tombs at Century about the technology needed to help with this. Chris Rommel is looking for graphics and images to use. 
Gianni’s Pizza Fundraiser: Gayle asked if we would be willing or able to sell pizza as a fundraiser for Drama Boosters. There was discussion that the fundraiser would need to be approved by Century’s administration and cannot conflict with other fundraisers. There was further discussion of having the fundraiser in the spring when we would not be competing with many of the other clubs and Booster groups for customers. There was also discussion of having a table set up to sell the pizzas during the spring musical. 
After some discussion, Holly Shorr offered to check on the possibility of selling a magic wand prior to Oz performances.
Treasurer’s Report: Karen reported that the Boosters made only about $65 in concession sales over the three nights of the one acts. 

Rude Mechanicals: The Taming of the Shrew will be performed on November 13, 14, 20, and 21 with seating on the stage. There was discussion of the bridge being re-built over the pit for Ruddies, but keeping the bridge up for Oz. Jeff Meyer says he will need about 4 or 5 Ruddie parent volunteers to help build it.
Jacki Rommel wanted to thank Pat Simon for helping to clean up the cafeteria following the One Acts cast party on Saturday, October 3. 

Cathy reported that Anne Dorwart is scheduled to be back at Century on Monday, October 19.

There being no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 7:53 pm.
