Drama Booster Meeting - February 2, 2011

The meeting was called to order by Debbie Cooley at 7pm.

Approval of January minutes. Minutes approved

Treasurer's Report -- DeeAnn reported that the balance in the Booster account is $1980.56. This shows the $218.00 liability insurance policy we purchased from Erie Insurance. Karen reminded us that a copy of the insurance certificate, when it arrives, should go to Randy Pentz. 
Chitty Chitty Bang Bang:

T-shirts: Cathy said she asked Anne to wait until the young children's parents have a chance to order youth sized t-shirts. The younger performers will have their first rehearsal on Friday, Feb. 4. Anne will check with the t-shirt company to find out about turn around time for the shirts. 

Online Sales: Kendra will have Larry put the link to online ticket sales onto the CenturyDrama.com website. Kendra included the link to the tickets in the January Century Newsletter. Cathy said the tentative plan is to have the will call window in the first gym and have separate lines for those buying tickets at the box office and those waiting to get into the auditorium. 
Posters: Cathy said the posters look really good. We got 100 posters and fliers from OCS and 75 yard signs and 6 A-frame signs from Shannon Baum signs. Cathy said the art students will be crafting the huge wooden signs.

Patron ads are being accepted by Anne Dorwart at amdorwa@carrollk12.org. All of the information, including the prices are on the Century Drama website.

Concession sales:

Cathy ordered to 2 little car planters that could be raffled off.

Cathy said that during the carnival scene, the cast will be passing out popcorn to a few people in the audience. She asked if Drama Boosters wanted to buy a popcorn machine and sell popcorn at intermission. She is not sure of the cost. She said that Boosters are welcome to use the snow cone machine during intermission as well. Debbie said the sales will be dependent on how many concession volunteers we get. Tess said she would check with Knights of Columbus about their popcorn machine. She said that KOC has worked with Boy Scouts and they might be willing to rent out their machine, saving us the purchase of a popcorn machine. 
We will need to have concessions set up at the March 2 meeting. We will need a volunteer to help coordinate concessions and to help with the sign up. Kendra will bring sign up sheets to parent pizza night. We will also need volunteers to help manage the smaller children backstage. Each family should volunteer for at least one show. Cathy suggested a short training session for concession workers, maybe on dress rehearsal night. We will need ushers as well.
Sam Atwell may have found a motorcycle at Kmart. Cathy asked if Boosters wanted to buy it and then raffle it off after the show like we did for the scooter during "Wizard of Oz." She said it will cost about $200. Karen said we have roll tickets that we can use for the raffle. Tess said that she created special raffle tickets for the scooter raffle last year. There was discussion of the price of the tickets. Lucas suggested we bring out the cycle before the show for people to see as well as during intermission. He said it would be good for patrons to see the cycle up close and then be able to see it onstage. After the discussion, it was decided that tickets for the cycle would be $3 each or 2 for $5. (Last year's price was $2 each or 3 for $5). 
CCBB car from Richmond: Cathy wants to stop at the end of the month to pick up the props and costumes we are renting from Richmond. She wants to find out about getting the "small car" from there when she is there. She will call and see if we can pickup the other car or if we can have it early. Cathy said she has not heard back from them about some of the costumes so we will likely be re-using some of the costumes from "Oliver" and "Music Man."
Cathy has asked Drama Club officers to send the new superintendent and the board of education members handwritten invitations to see the show. She said they could just RSVP to whichever show they wish and they will receive designated seats.

Saturday matinee and dinner for cast/crew: Karen suggested getting Chik-Fil-A since the kids like it. Last year it was $3 per sandwich and the kids paid at mealtime. We did have to take a head count to find out how many sandwiches to order.

Saturday, April 2 will be the Alumni Night at the show. All previous alumni will receive a free ticket and a t-shirt. There will be a reception after the show for the alumni and the cast. Drama Club officers have made a Facebook page to invite all the alumni. Cathy has forwarded all publicity info to Janet Jacobe. Janet emailed that she had contacted all of the local media about the show and has created a show Facebook page as well. Cathy asked for some help from boosters for the soda and cake as well as helpers to serve. She said the cake last year came from Martin's. 
Cathy has come up with her own Knights "Camelot Scholarship" (name change is still pending!) She will talk to Audrey Cimino at the Carroll Community Foundation about sending out the awards. Scholarship will go to someone who has been in Century Drama for at least 3 years and participated in at least 6 shows. She said it will go to a senior who was the hardest worker. 
Meeting change: Due to the proximity to the shows, it was decided that the April Booster meeting will take place on Wednesday, March 23. The March meeting will stay at its original date of March 2. Booster meeting changes are posted on the website www.centurydrama.com
