Drama Booster Meeting Minutes
March 2, 2011

Attending: Dee Ann Drummey, Debbie Cooley, Anne Dorwart, Cathy James, Lucas Hewitt, Jacki Rommel, Karen Dulany, Tess Carroll, Kendra Roberts, Jody D'Esposito, Pat Simon and Liz Clark.

The meeting was called to order at 7:05pm by President Debbie Cooley. 

Approval of February minutes: Motioned by Jacki, seconded by Tess and approved.

Treasurer's Report: Dee Ann reported that the t-shirt deposit of $1,153.00 was included in this month's balance of $2,313.56. She said the Boosters made a $388 profit on the t-shirts.

Online ticket sales have begun. Dee Ann said that as of this meeting, we had sold 30 tickets online. She said there have been a few glitches on the site, but not necessarily on the purchase side. She said that the company is working to get the reports to download correctly to an Excel spreadsheet. She said we need to be able to print the report in landscape so that patrons can sign for their tickets when they are picked up. Anne said the tickets have been ordered and will be perforated this year if they are not too costly. She said they should arrive by March 21, when box office sales begin. Dee Ann reported that the Booster liability insurance has been taken care of -- Dee Ann had the certification forms sent to the Board. Cathy thanked Dee Ann and Tess for taking care of getting the liability insurance bought, paid for and submitted.

Chitty Chitty Bang Bang:

A. T-shirts: Anne ordered the t-shirts and they are due to arrive on March 15. She suggested always ordering the minimum of 100 in order to minimize costs. She said there are always kids who will order extra.

B. Patron Ads: Anne reported only 4 of them have been sold and 2 were business ads. She is extending the deadline for the ads. Kendra will email Boosters with a reminder that parents can buy shout-outs for their students. The cost is 20 words for $5 and $1 for every 10 words after that. Parents who wish to purchase business ads can find the forms at www.CenturyDrama.com.

C. Concessions: 


a. Popcorn Machine: Tess will call the Knights of Columbus about the popcorn machine. Cathy has bought 200 bags for props for the show, but there will be extra if Boosters want to sell the popcorn to patrons. 


b. Novelties: Cathy reported there was a huge candy assortment at Oriental Trading if we want to sell some kind of candy packs as novelties. Debbie asked if the whistle lollipops, or "toot sweets" are available at Oriental Trading. Jodi volunteered to look through the catalogs to see if they have whistle pops. Lucas said he has purchased them before at www.groovycandy.com. Cathy purchased 2 antique car planters that we can offer as a raffle. Karen suggested that we put candy baskets into the planters rather than plants. Jacki suggested including an autographed cast poster as well. Jodi also suggested selling candy baskets to raffle off and Karen suggested adding the DVD of the movie as well. 
There was further discussion of other types of novelties to sell at the shows. Debbie suggested spy glasses -- perhaps the type with the fake nose and/or moustache. Liz suggested the kids could put on their spy glasses when they see the spies. Another suggestion was the very large sunglasses. Debbie said she will do an internet search for the glasses. 

c. Buying concessions: Cathy said that Bob Murray had offered again to go to BJ's to get concessions this year. Jodi said she would help or go buy the items if Bob is not able to. Kendra will email Bob to see if he is still able to purchase the concessions. Kendra said we still need volunteers to man the novelties table (fundraising) and we can still use more ushers. Concession sales are covered. 

D. Electric Scooter/Motorcycle: Cathy said they have not purchased an electric motorcycle yet. She said Sam Atwell checked at Kmart, but they only have pink. Cathy asked if the Boosters wanted to buy one and then raffle it after the show. Liz said she thinks that kids will ask their parents to purchase raffle tickets for the motorcycle. Dee Ann reported that last year's profit was $210, and the Drama Club had donated the scooter to Boosters for the raffle. Dee Ann said we would have to have about $500 in sales to make a profit. Cathy said that right now they are using an electric motorcycle that was provided by Mark Crampton.

E. CCBB car from Richmond: Cathy said the car is coming up from Richmond the weekend of March 12 and 13. She said the Richmond troupe will be reimbursed for their truck rental for the car. We will have the car for 3 weeks and part of the rental agreement includes lessons on how to operate the car. She said she thinks they will be bringing parts as well as props that are part of the rental agreement. 
F. Cake for Century Alumni Party on April 2: Cathy said that Drama Club will buy the cake since it is a Drama Club event. Dee Ann found the original logo and that will be put on the cake. Anne asked Dee Ann to scan the logo so we would have a digital copy for the future. Anne will email Cheryl in the cafeteria about tea and lemonade for the reception.
G. Costumes: Deanne Carracciolo is sewing costumes and needs additional help. Kendra will email boosters for help. Anyone who can help can email Deanne at DeanneC@aol.com. Put costumes in the message line. Cathy said they are frequently sewing on Wednesday.

H. Saturday matinee and dinner for cast/crew/pit: Karen said she will do a Chick-Fil-A run. She said last year it was about $3 per sandwich. Last year, we were able to sell the leftover sandwiches during concessions. She said that was very popular with the patrons.

Other:

A. Computer for lighting system: Cathy said the computer that runs the lighting board is beginning to crash. She said the computer freezes and does not allow the lights to be turned on or off at that point. This is a desktop computer that was donated by IBM with Jeff Meyer about 8 years ago. She said we don't need a fancy computer, just one that will run the lights. Cathy said that a laptop would not be a good choice because of the possibility of theft. She said she will talk to Mr. Cockley about this because this computer runs the lighting system for the entire auditorium and many different groups use the Century auditorium. Debbie suggested parents email Mr. Cockley as well, if needed.
B. Props Needed: Cathy said she needs large, old metal pails or things that look like old gas cans for props and for the set. Email Cathy if you have some.
C. Two new lapel mikes have been purchased this year, Cathy reported.

D. Tess asked if music boosters can sell script cards for the music booster program during the intermission of CCBB. There was some discussion of allowing it. Music Boosters pay half of the $1,000 cost of having a pit conductor for the show. Following discussion, motioned by Anne and seconded by Kendra to vote on the measure. The measure was passed by a vote of 9 to 1.

E. Flower Sales: tabled. Executive Board members will need to see to flower sales before the March 23 meeting.
F. Training for concession and novelty workers will be held on Wednesday, March 23 @6:30, just prior to the Booster meeting. 

The April Boosters meeting will be Wednesday, March 23 @ 7pm in the Media Center. The meeting date was changed because of show dates.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
